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At the end of their meeting held in Samoa in January 2001, twelve young Marist Brothers from these Island nations published this Vision Statement of their Marist identity:

“Pacifican Marist Brothers are sons of Champagnat, fully committed to live as brothers, to image and integrate God’s love through living out Gospel values ​– in Mary’s way – with Champagnat’s charism – promoting Pacific spirituality, cultural diversity, partnership, and our mission to young people, especially those most in need, in simple communities in our different Pacific countries.”

Activities of the general Council

With the plenary session having finished on March 21st, Brother Benito and members of the Council will be attending various meetings during the two months, until the next plenary session in June.

Meanwhile there will be some Commission meetings, and also the regular Council meetings for ordinary business on April 10th and 23rd, May 4th and 23rd, and June 5th.

In the weeks ahead Brother Benito and various Council members will be at meetings in Paraguay, Kenya, Spain, the Philippines, Bolivia, and the Pacific. Some meetings are annual gatherings of Superiors in those regions. Others will deal with the process of restructuring.

In addition, six Councilors, led by the Vicar General, will visit the new Province of Southern Africa in May, including all five of its countries, as well as neighboring Angola.

Marist presence in Algeria

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The Provincials of Beaucamps-St. Genis, Cataluña, and Notre Dame de l’Hermitage have decided on a joint venture to reestablish our Marist presence in Algeria. More than a century of our mission work there was interrupted by the death of Br. Henri Vergès. His memory is a great motivating factor. Brothers preparing to form this new community are now drawing up preliminary plans for this renewed Marist presence.

a PROGRAM called “People of God”

The NGO “SED” (Solidarity, Education, and Development), linked to our Marist Provinces in Spain, has made arrangements with Televisión Española to provide six programs for “People of God,” a new series being broadcast on this public channel. The first of the series is entitled “Sentenced to Oblivion.” All the programs have to do with the theme of solidarity and have been taped in Paraguay.

Refugee camp in Ecuador

Marists present in Sucumbíos
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Bishop Gonzalo López has named Br. Pablo Fornells, a member of the Province of Ecuador, as Coordinator of Life Concerns and Special Programs for protecting and serving Colombian Refugees in the state province of Sucumbíos. To date, more that 1200 refugees have been welcomed into this program. Several religious congregations and many lay people are working side by side on this project.  

Gravesite of the Brothers in Labegude

A memorial 
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In Labegude, the place in France where the Marist Brothers joined forces with the Brothers of Christian Instruction of Viviers, the city council has placed a memorial stone in its cemetery, commemorating the 135 Brothers who were interred there between 1847 and 1900. Beginning in 1844 the Brothers had begun teaching at a school in that area. Over time, the Brothers’ gravesite came to be totally neglected. Thanks to the efforts of Br. Leoncio Fabregoule, the municipality has donated a new plot of ground in perpetuity. A stone plaque has been set in place to honor the memory of the Brothers who have been laid to rest there.
