Mobilisation in defence of the rights of children and adolescents 

[image: image1.wmf]This official webpage of the Marist Institute has supported the campaign for mobilisation to defend the Rights of the Child and the Adolescent in Paraguay since towards the end of May, concretely in relation to the “Cantero Case”, following the initiative promoted by the NGO SED (Solidarity, Education, Development) linked to the Marists in Spain.
The Paraguayan Justice system had initially fixed the 2nd June as the date for the end of the trial against the sub-officer Gilberto Cantero, presumed guilty of raping and physically and psychologically abusing in 2002 Marisa N. N., a young thirteen-year-old girl who was working as a domestic employee in his house. At that time, the defence attorneys were able to extend the process, putting the trial back until the 14th June and they were also able to postpone until this date the final prescription of the case. This postponement was possible thanks largely to the more than 2000 international petitions that were received from around the world.

Finally, on Tuesday the 14th June the case was reverted to Asunción. The result was deceptive because the trial was not carried out even this time and the case has been moved from Asunción to the court in the city of Filadelfia, in El Chaco. But, on the other hand, in this last judicial session there were three positive achievements that are good news and signs of hope for the futurea.

14.07.2005 - General House
Meeting of the Marist Places Commission with the General Council 

Looking to the future to build a great story! 

The Commission entrusted with the task of studying the future of the places that witnessed the birth of the Institute met with the General Council in Rome to discuss the work so far accomplished.

[image: image2.png]The Commission has met several times at the Hermitage; we had asked the opinions of brothers and of groups that use the places. We then developed the first proposal for the use of the places and evaluated the reactions of the groups asked to comment. All of this material was gathered into a file and sent to all the Provincials so that they, with their Councils, could examine this material and make observations about it by suggesting the things they found to be positive. Having taken this information and observations into account, we started a technical study of the project on a global scale, without entering into too fine a detail, in order to give some idea of the major reality.

With the material developed by the Commission, with the responses of the Councils from Amazônia, Brasil Centro-Sul, Canada, China, Compostela, Cruz del Sur, Europe Centre-Ouest, Korea and Rio Grande do Sul, and with a draft technical plan, the Commission met in Rome to present the project to the General Council.

The Commission is conscious of having provided a service and developed a direction to follow and thinks that their work is now finished.
Now is the time to decide the future, with all that this brings, not only form an economical point of view but of personnel and future vision. The General Conference will be an opportune moment to look at the directions to be taken and also the concrete commitments that these directions demand for this project to advance further.

We know that at one time in the history of the Hermitage it was to be sold to be transformed into an agricultural school and someone intervened to block this decision. Perhaps today we have arrived at a similar decisive moment that will certainly have its repercussions on the future: conserve a house to remember the past or transform it so that it can become a radiating centre for the future. In Vita Consecrata John Paul II wrote: “You do not have only a glorious story to remember and recount, but a great story to build! Look to the future…”

 

16.07.2005 - Chile 
Promoting innovative and useful social action 
Programme: Zero Indifference 

In June, the Marist solidarity foundation, Gesta Fundación Marista por la Solidaridad de Chile (www.fundaciongesta.cl), launched the programme “Zero Indifference” aimed at promoting solidarity initiatives for micro-projects undertaken by Marist secondary students in Chile. The programme includes a competition fund and an accompaniment plan for the students’ micro-projects.
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The objective of Zero Indifference is to promote innovative and useful social action by Marist students and to make them more socially aware. The projects can be of any nature, provided that they include solidarity action such as holiday camps, school support, help for the sick, etc. They serve very poor students or adults, people in desperate situations, to only mention a few examples.
Zero Indifference will fund the better projects according to the clarity of their objectives, the coherence of the project, the support of people of the College, the cohesion in the group, etc. A jury composed of Marist Brothers and members of Gesta will determine the criteria for selection. The maximum contribution per project will be 300,000 pesos, equivalent to a little more than 500 US dollars.

God becomes life by living Him 
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A brother once told me: “All that comes along passes on and life continues.” These words have a great significance for me in my life. The Novitiate started, it finished and life must continue. But… will it continue in the same way? I hope not! Two years of an intense encounter with God in a personal and direct way should not allow me to remain unchanged, without any effect on me. I must say that the Novitiate, done at Seville, was a true gift from God, a grace that is hard to describe only in human terms.

This stage has been achieved. Another stage starts with my first profession. It is a new step that is a new YES to God’s call to live as Mary did and as Marcellin did committed to young people. And this public commitment demands that I continue the Novitiate experience each day, that I continue making my attitudes and conduct more Christ-like, that I become more Christian in order to give true witness to the Love of Jesus for the world and all people.

When I think about the journey I have taken during these last few years, it is an experience that really astonishes me. God is really a “box full of surprises” who, when we leave ourselves open to God’s plans, takes us on pathways that we never expected. But we can always journey with confidence, because no matter how difficult the journey, God’s fidelity is real, and Jesus walks beside us, before us and behind us… My experience of God’s love, feeling truly loved by the good Father, is something that I cannot express adequately in words.

Thus, I was asked to give a testimony and I can only say that I am incapable of explaining very much. In effect, God does not become LIFE by explaining about God but by living God. God did not enter my life by words, but by life itself. I hope that I will be able to speak about God throughout my life.

Volunteers from Brazil in East Timor

We have affirmed the importance of the 'mission ad gentes' 
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Among the five signs of the times that Brother Seán, Superior General, indicates in the letter convoking the next General Conference, the second sign appears as: 

"We have affirmed the importance of the 'mission ad gentes'. However this fundamental aspect of our lives is progressively losing its force in recent times." 

Over a year ago, the Provincial Council in the Province of Brasil Centro-Norte was thinking that it was opportune and relevant to make a concrete gesture in terms of the mission 'ad gentes', as a response to the longings and requests of brothers and laypeople wishing to give some of their own time to help those in needy areas. 

The challenge was posed in 2004 and now, after having completed the selection and preparation process, five laypeople and brothers have left everything to work in East Timor as volunteers, close to the community of the Australian brothers who have been there for some time. They left on the 9th June for Australia to complete their preparation. During July they will move on to East Timor.

The General Council shares its animation plan with the brothers and laity 
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The Brother Superior General and his Council have held their Plenary Sessions in Rome
The General Council shares its animation plan with the brothers and laity 
The Brother Superior General and his Council have held their Plenary Session in Rome during the month of June. This has been a chance to evaluate the experiences and signs of life that they shared with the brothers and laypeople during their visit to the works and communities of Arco Norte.
During the morning of the 30th June 2005, once they had finished their session of meetings, they met with the brothers and laypeople who work together in the General Administration to share with them some of the results of the tasks they had carried out in their visit to the Provinces of Norandina, América Central, México Central, México Occidental and the Sectors of Haiti and Cuba, together forming the Region of Arco Norte. They also shared their preparatory work for the General Conference and the calendar of events already planned for up to and including 2009.

This meeting, held just before the General Council departed for their annual retreat, started with the welcoming words from the Superior General who outlined the proposals of the meeting that aimed at, among other things, clarifying the Marist Mission through the use of a common language; he encouraged everyone to maintain their openness in continuing their collaboration in this work that concerned everybody and he thanked everyone for the effort and dedication given to this work.

Following this, brother Luis García Sobrado explained the objectives of the General Conference which is being prepared through the efficient collaboration of various teams of the General Administration.

Brother Maurice Berquet described, through words and images, some of the experiences of the brothers during their visit to Arco Norte. And finally Brother Pedro Herreros led an evaluation of the work that each person does at the service of the Institute’s General Administration.
The seventeen brothers and seven laypeople, who together form the support team of the General Administration, valued this information very highly and showed their satisfaction for the work environment and collaboration that is evident in the General House.

Province of Santa María de los Andes 
Brother Pedro Marcos begins second term 
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July 22-25, the Province of Santa María de los Andes, (Bolivia, Chile, and Peru) held its Provincial Chapter in Villa Marista in Chosica, near Lima, Peru. Day for dreaming in the forest 
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The Marist Vocation Year committee for the Province of Canada wanted to bring the general theme, “MARCELLIN’S DREAM, LIVE IT TODAY!”, up-to-date and contextualise it by proposing a pilgrimage in an immense nature sanctuary with the slogan “Day For Dreaming In The Forest!”

On the morning of the 2nd July, the pilgrims, more than forty young people, adolescents and adults, some of whom are going to the World Youth Day in Cologne, were ready for the great “MARCH FOR FAITH”, on the mountainous tracks of Marist Camp Rawdon, Quebec. The journey was punctuated with several stops on the lakesides or on the rock cliffs, leading the pilgrims to reflect, to pray and to sing their dreams for a better world in an enchanting atmosphere favourable for contemplation and silence.

All of Jesus’ dream can be summed in the words “to realise that God loves us with the immensity of his love”. Mary’s dream is to want to be totally at the service of the realisation of God’s dream.

Marcellin’s dream is to want to communicate passionately this love that God has for children and young people.

A Christian’s dream, a good Marist’s dream is to bring our dreams of service and sharing, of love and of justice, to their fulfilment in following Jesus as Mary did and in the footprints of Marcellin.

Seeing all the young people, totally open to and at one with “Marcellin’s dream”, gives reasons to believe in a young generation eager to find the spiritual and meaningfulness in their lives. Following the great walker and pilgrim who Marcellin was, these young people have “marched for faith” so that this experience of dreaming in the forest would “awaken” them to their reality as pilgrims in a world in constant need of salvation, peace and love.

 

05.08.2005 - Japan
6 of August 1945 

Hiroshima asks us disturbing questions that touch the deepest part of our consciousness 
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The 6 of August will mark the 60th anniversary of the explosion of the atomic bomb over the Japanese city of Hiroshima. The Superior General of the Claretians Missioners, Josep María Abella, was not there on that day, but he spent more than 20 years in Japan, and he knows first hand the consequences resulting from the air strike that caused 140.000 deaths. “I have visited the city of Hiroshima many times. I didn’t simply go as a tourist. Going to Hiroshima is like making a pilgrimage; it is to enter into the mystery of human consciousness and to feel upset facing the fact that human beings have the ability to cause such a great pain and death”.

In an article in the latest issue of the magazine “Religious Life” published by the Claretians Fathers in Madrid, Abella writes: "Hiroshima places before us disturbing questions that touch the deepest part of our consciousness". He also adds "it is advisable to remember the dark periods of the history of 
humanity in order to be able to build a future that responds to the true aspiration of the human being and to God’s project."

For Abella who was born in Lerida in 1949, Hiroshima is "a sign and a call,” and for that reason it has to find a special resonance in the lives of those who consecrate themselves entirely to the God of life. It requires of them "sincerity, lucidity and audacity to commit themselves to change the course of history when it wants to wander on a path of death. And this, unfortunately, is what frequently occurs,” remarks the Superior General of the Claretians.
Abella ends his reflection pointing out that "Hiroshima has known how to re-read its history and to look for ways to respond. It has not done this on a path to revenge, but by knowing how to make of its experience a denouncement of war and an invitation to work for peace.” In this sense, "Hiroshima is a point of convergence of many initiatives, of single persons or groups, in favor of peace and disarmament and from where everyone feels sent to bring something to construct this new world in the peace for which we yearn. Hiroshima and what it represents should be a point of reference for all those persons who feel a true passion for humanity and for the God who loves it passionately also.

Vocations Year in Central America 

How to live Champagnat’s dream today 
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The 2nd meeting of the young people of the province of Central America took place from 29 to 31 July. It was part of the vocations year and its theme was: “To live Champagnat’s dream today.”

There was a great diversity of ages and origins. Our students and former students studying in the universities came from the 5 countries which the province covers: Costa Rica (16), Guatemala (82), Nicaragua (40), Puerto Rico (16) and the host country, El Salvador (529). There were as well 35 Brothers, 7 teachers, and 7 members of a Marist fraternity. In all 737 young Marists.

The afternoon of the 29th was given over to welcoming and organizing the work. Brother Nice presented the programme for the three days gathering. Brother Theoneste Kalisa representing the General Council read the Superior General, Br Sean’s message to the participants.
The participants from outside the country were hosted by the Marist families of El Salvador. There was a great family spirit evident among the young people. Everyone was at the service of all.

The next day commenced with Brother Provincial’s dialogue with all the young people in the main gymnasium of the ‘Liceo Salvadoreno’. The rest of the day was consecrated to working in groups centred on the experience of the vocations year and the great question: “How to live Champagnat’s dream today.”
On Sunday, the day began with a Marist march to the tomb of Bishop Romero and the closing Eucharist was celebrated at the end of the morning.

Solemnity the Blessed Virgin's Assumption

17.08.2005 - Niger
More than three million on the brink of starving to death in Niger 

Greatest food crisis in recent years 
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Niger, population 11,000,000, a country covering 1,186,400 sq. km. in the Sahel, is living through its worst food crisis in the last twenty years. 3.6 million are suffering from malnutrition. Jean Ziegler, UN expert on the right to food, states, “People are dying of starvation. As always, the groups most at risk are the weakest – infants, the sick, and the elderly. At least 800,000 babies in dire need. Ziegler tells of a dispensary where, in a single week, he witnessed the deaths of 14 of the 61 seriously malnourished infants. The organization “Médecins sans Frontières” states that an authentic slaughter stretches as far as the eye can see. Many children who ought to weigh 15 to 17 pounds actually weigh only half that much, and this leads to irreparable brain damage that will only become apparent in the future and have serious consequences on their lives. Not only NGOs but the UN itself has accused the government of not wanting to distribute the best supplies that it stores for those dying from hunger. The International Monetary Fund is also faulted for prohibiting governments from freely distributing food and medical supplies to their people. Naturally President Niamey has had to comply with these restrictions in order to qualify for funding “to relaunch the country’s economy.” A decision certainly at odds with recent declarations coming out of the G8 meetings in Britain about dramatically reducing poverty in Africa. For Niger, one of the poorest countries in the world, where subsistence farming – millet, sorghum, manioc – accounts for 80% of the workforce, this is a crisis that will have many serious repercussions.
In line with the guidelines of the G8, why don’t those who control vast stockpiles of uranium, give up a part of their large profits, and without suffering any economic downturn, strive to better the lives of their people?

 

19.08.2005 - Mexico
Last course: from 10 to 30 July 2005 

CEPAM: Study Centre 
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CEPAM is a structure thought up for the study of the spiritual patrimony of the Institute. Its initials mean: Centre of Studies of the Marist Spiritual Patrimony. It is important to emphasize that CEPAM is not a second novitiate any more than a spirituality centre. It is, as its name indicates clearly, a study centre. Let us say that intellectual knowledge of the Founder and of the Marist charism take first place. CEPAM seeks to deepen our spiritual patrimony by giving preference, certainly, to the figure of the Founder, by taking into account the growth of the Institute in time and space. And that not in order to cultivate a certain nostalgia and regressive attitudes, but to inspire an authentic “refoundation” starting from the present and aimed towards the future. The participants in the CEPAM course which was held at Loma Bonita, Guadalajara, Mexico, from 10 to 30 July were: Michel Angel Tapia (Mexico), Diobenys Paternina ( Venezuela), Vinicios Malfatti (Brazil), Hugo Emerson Jiminez (Mexico), Aureliano Brambila (Mexico), Charles Saulo Corzo (Colombia), Maria Elida Quinones ( Mexico) and Cecilio Herrera (Mexico).

 

21.08.2005 - Brazil
New Provincial Council of Brazil Centre-South 

I would like to confirm, with the Counsellors, the priorities of the Province 
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Brother Tercilio Sevegnani began his second command as Provincial of Brazil Centre- South, on 17th July. The provincial Chapter met in Curitiba, on 17th to 19th of June, to hand over to the Provincial, to choose the new Council and to prepare the plans for the new triennium.

The 38 capitulant Brothers elected as Counsellors Brothers Delcio Balestrin, Joâo Carlos do Grassland, Frederico Unterberger, Dario Bortolini, Jorge Gaio and Davide Pedri. The priorities were chosen and are summarized in the following proposals:

· To deepen the Marist identity of the Brothers and seculars, giving priority to community relationships and the human and spiritual quality of life.

· To guarantee a process of training for formators and vocational animators and the accompaniment of the Brothers and of the applicants.

· To establish a participatory system of administration and to form good professionals, both Brothers and seculars, with regard to the Mission.

· To advance in the process of integration and organization of the Educational Units, moving towards a model of the Marist school, for the service of evangelisation.

· To strengthen the prophetic-evangelizing dimension in all areas of the Province, consolidating the Pastoral Plan and the theological-pastoral preparation of Brothers and seculars. 

· To reaffirm a culture of Christian solidarity in the Province, following the example of Champagnat.

The Provincial Council and the Provincial Assembly subsequently established the details of an Action Plan.

Besides the capitulant Brothers, several Brothers took part in the Chapter as observers, young Brothers as well as older ones, in an atmosphere of great interest and family spirit. There was also present, on behalf of the General Council, Brother Antonio Ramalho, G.C. At the end, he directed some words of support and of encouragement to the Provincial and his Council, inviting them to have confidence and audacity in the animation of Marist vitality in this part of Brazil and of the Institute.

 

23.08.2005 - General House
Our Superior General's second circular 

Marvelous Companions 
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Our Superior General gave us his first circular, A Revolution of the Heart, on June 6, 2003. Its aim was to help deepen our understanding of what it means to be a Marist brother based on the spirituality of Marcellin Champagnat. Now, with his second circular, Marvelous Companions, Brother Sean Sammon seeks once more to develop this topic of identity, highlighting the aspect of community life. 
Brother Seán tells us that the circular is not meant to be a profound treatise on community life. Rather it is intended to draw the attention of the brothers to some crucial points, help them become aware, and undertake a constructive approach toward living in community. 
The circular is divided into three parts. Part I summarizes Chapter 3 of our Constitutions, concerning Marist Community. It also deals with generational and cultural differences that lead to diverse applications of the circular's contents.
In Part II, the briefest section, after having analyzed some human dynamics present in every community, Brother Sean draws us into the dynamic of the Gospels, asking who is ready to sacrifice his own legitimate aspirations for the good of the community and quick to forego being critical, so as to undertake a constructive role and to inspire - community life is, in fact, a grace that cannot be bargained for.

Part III examines some important components that go into community life, and also underlines difficulties that often threaten to suffocate it. In this regard our Superior General's realism asks every brother to do his part and invites him to ask: "What can I do to keep my love and enthusiasm for community life vibrant?" A community, in fact, does not automatically materialize after a Provincial publishes a list of appointments. Rather it requires continuous and constant effort on the part of all its members. It is a seed that God gives to each brother to be sown and nurtured. 

25.08.2005 - Colombia
Area Meeting of Marist Seed (Semar) 

Sowing and watering, Semar continues to help us to grow! 
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In July, we held the second area meeting of SEMAR (Marist Seed) movement in Popayán. Semar is a pastoral-vocational movement for young people. It was started 12 years ago in Colombia and little by little has evolved into a very strong system of pastoral work with children. The members are children from 8 to 11 years from agricultural areas who feel a deep identity with the Marist charism. 
As it is the movement with most members in the whole country, the national team has planned two area encounters, one for the children in the south of the country and another for those in the north. The first one was for the southern sector and it took place in Colegio Champagnat in Popayán, which adapted some living space into sleeping quarters and put all their facilities at our disposal; we spent 5 days there, strengthening the identity of the Seeds (members) and Sowers (animators) through the methodology of "learning through play."

The work was divided into sessions of prayer, music, games and catechesis concerning the values that nourish Semar and the great pillars of Marist spirituality: Jesus, Mary and Champagnat. There were 155 participants altogether, Brothers, sowers and seeds of Sibundoy, Ipiales, Pasto, Popayán, Cali and Medellín. We hope that the result of this activity will be a dynamic force for the SEMAR movement for each Marist group which took part. 
Sowing and watering, Semar continues to help us to grow! With Jesus Mary and Champagnat, the seeds will grow!
