He completed a Bachelor of Education at the University of PNG in 1985 and a Masters of Religious Education at Loyola University, Chicago in 1993. He participated in the mid-life spirituality programme in Manziana in the first half of 1993 and was trained as a Spiritual Director at the Heart of Life Spirituality Institute, Melbourne in 2003. 
Community & Ministry Appointments:

For 20 years of his religious life Julian lived and ministered in Secondary Schools in both PNG and the Solomon Islands. For 8 of these years he was headmaster at St Joseph’s Rigu, Hutjena High School and St Mary’s Asitavi. At various times he was involved in the Catholic Education Office in Bougainville as the assistant director and for a short time helped out in refugee camps. From 2000 to 2002 he was the Assistant Novice Master at Lomeri, Fiji. He is remembered by many for his generosity and warmth.
