Br Gerard Williams enjoyed life and was a wonderful teacher and Brother.  In recent years his health had steadily declined due to heart problems – especially the last two years.  A few months ago he underwent a multiple valve replacement for his heart.  Complications and infections resulted and it became clear that he was not likely to recover.  He was placed in intensive care and he died at 3.15pm on Friday April 30 in the presence of Brothers and members of his family.

He excelled as a teacher of English and did his Masters in English and an additional Masters in Literature and Communication.  His ongoing formation included Fribourg, Community Development programs and courses in counselling, spirituality and scripture.

In addition to teaching English, Gerard had an interest in history and he wrote ‘On the Shoulders of Giants’  to commemorate the Centenary of the Brothers in Newcastle.  He went about everything in a thorough, thoughtful and no nonsense manner.  He was also enthusiastic about Community and School archives as they set out the traditions on which the present generation built and drew strength.  Gerard  provided a wonderful service to the social history of the Brothers in this Province by sitting with the Senior Brothers and helping them to record an oral history of their lives.
