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What do all the results of the Surveys for our XX General Chapter mean to us? Are they road signs, pointing all of us in St. Marcellin’s family, not just our "Chapter delegates," in the direction that we should go? 

           Our answer to the second question will have a lot to do with our attitudes and actions relative to the XX General Chapter. One would hope that the large amount of data and comments collected will not distract us from focusing on what is our fundamental and unmistakable task: listening attentively to Jesus, the Lord of our personal and congregational history, and discovering what He is calling us to do, here and now, 


By now John Paul II’s invitation is extremely well-known: "Do not be afraid. Open your doors to the Redeemer!" Yes, we can be certain that if we allow Jesus to really come into our personal lives and congregational structures, everything will turn out fine. May our welcoming Him fill us with the courage and confidence we need to tear down all our stumbling blocks, big and small. In this way, our Chapter will be "a new Pentecost." 

"Here I stand, knocking at the door." (Rv 3,20) In light of this biblical reference, the Pope’s invitation should stimulate us to cast aside fear and open ourselves up unequivocally to the power of God in our midst.
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
